3) Pg 72-76 What factors did Ogbu and Fordham previously study in their research on the statistically lower achievement among African American students? What is the relevance of a “fictive kinship system”?
4)  Pg 78-79 From where does Fordham draw her initial data? What are the advantages and disadvantages of this way of drawing data?
5) 80-85 Give examples of the ways that Fordham uses quotations from “Wendel” and “Lisa” to support her thesis. Is there any information presented from these two interviews that is not in the form of quotations?
