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Talent grows in  high density clumps, Renaissance Italy,   Silicon Valley , route 128 in Boston, Hollywood,  and Bollywood for example.  The Rensselaer community is nurturing a wide range of  IT based media  in Computer Science, EMAC,  GSAS, architecture, and  Arts among others .  Currently these creative activities are confined to  dedicated facilities  scattered across campus  and spill off campus into  student apartments, the nooks and crannies of departmental spaces.  The cross fertilization  that drives creative work  requires a central cross roads where students with similar interests and different backgrounds can meet and work shoulder to shoulder , sharing ideas and techniques while being exposed to each other’s works in progress.  

Currently the Library is developing  a project  currently called  “ Learning and Media Commons”.  And  GSAS needs t o play an active role in this program.  There is substantial space in the library that needs to be shaped  for the 21st century.   The GSAS program would benefit from  involvement in a space that  reconfigurable project space where students can work on projects  while having access to library resources  ( traditional , electronic and the  games archives)  and a place to store materials under lock and key for the long term.   Students work would benefit substantially from a gallery where  recently completed works and works in progress could be displayed and received feedback from kindreds spirits in other programs.   This gallery would evolve into a showcase helping to define the spirit of the new Rensselaer.
